ABC - Qil could hit $US200 next yr: Caltex chief

The head of Caltex says more steep fuel price hikes cannot be ruled out. Caltex' chief
Des King says it is not out of the question that crude oil could hit $US200 ($210) a
barrel by next year. "In terms of where the price of crude oil could be going, nobody
would have thought that by today we'd be in the ($US)130 range, so it's very difficult to
speculate that people's thoughts of going to ($US)200 are inconceivable," he said. ...
